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The ancient town of Luang Prabang situated in northern Laos, was 
designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1995. Considered by many 
travellers and writers as being the heart of Laotian culture, the tiny town 

is encircled by mountains and is 700 metres above sea level at the 
confluence of the Nam Khan and Mekong Rivers. LuangPrabang was the 

ancient royal capital of the LanXang Kingdom until King Phothisarat moved the 
administrative seat to Vientiane in 1545. Regardless, it has continued to 
overlook Vientiane as the destination of choice with its amalgamation of 

crumbling French architecture, glistening temples and extensive natural beauty. 
Even the hardest of hearts would have a struggle not to warm to the place. The 

town's entire historical section is dedicated to tourism, with everything from 
former royal palaces to over 33 Wats (temples), on the tourist trail. This former 
Royal capital still remains the main centre for Buddhist learning in Laos and is 

the perfect location for spiritual contemplation. 
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Day 1

o Afternoon - Luang Prabang Arrival

Arrival at Luang Prabang airport and be welcomed by professional staff at the airport with welcome signage and 
garland. Welcome drink and refreshing towel will be served during hotel check-in. 

o Evening

Welcome dinner at hotel near the pool. Traditional Laos dance is a good and impressive way give good 
introduction to Laos history and culture. 
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Day 2

o Morning 

Business meeting follow with lunch at hotel. 

o Afternoon

Visit Royal Palace, now the National Museum, where you will explore the history of Laos. Continue on foot to Wat 
Mai temple, a temple renowned for its golden bas-relief, and Wat Sensoukarahm temple, which features a 
beautiful dazzling golden façade. Next we visit Wat Visoun, the shrine of Wat Aham, Wat Mai, we then climb up to 
the top of Phousi Mount for an enjoyable exploration of the sacred, gilded stupa as well as a beautiful sunset 
view of the city and the Mekong River. 

o Evening

Offsite dinner at local restaurant. After dinner, explore the night market, where you can find a wide collection of 
handmade textile by local and hill tribe people in the surrounding towns. 
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Day 3

o Morning

Business meeting follow with lunch at hotel.

o Afternoon

Departure by road to the Khuang Xi Waterfalls. The waterfalls tumble over multi – tiered limestone formations into 
cool, clear pools ideal for swimming and relaxing. On the way to the waterfalls, visit the Khmu minority village of 
Ban Thapaene for a glimpse into their lifestyle.

o Evening

Experience the amazing moment with gala dinner at restaurant along Mekong River combined with a traditional 
Baci ceremony.
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Day 4

o Luang Prabang Departure

Free time until transfer from hotel to airport for departure flight.
